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Exciting New Opportunity
Have you thought about taking college classes but didn’t think you could afford it?

Child Care Partners, in collaboration with Columbia Gorge Community College, have been
awarded a grant from the Department of Early Learning and Care to reduce barriers to higher
education for those interested in taking ECE classes at CGCC. The goal of the Higher
Education ECE Consortium grant is to support ECE students in their journey to higher
education certificates and degrees, debt free.

Not sure how to get started?

CCP has a dedicated Professional Development Navigator, Ryan
Brusco, who can walk you through the process of getting started,
connect you to the scholarship opportunities, and support you
throughout your college experience at CGCC and share resources
and options for moving on to a Bachelor’s degree program.
