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Including Families in Child Care Programs: Family Meetings

Strong family partnerships are a core element of a quality child care program. Children do best in programs that reflect
their home lives and that work together with families to coordinate care. There are many strategies to build and
strengthen connections with families. One effective way is through family meetings. These are regular gatherings offered
to the families of children in your care that focus on gathering input for program and policy decisions. For programs
participating in Spark, family meetings are an important step to becoming a 5-star rated program.

Inviting families to a meeting may seem intimidating at first because of concerns they might be overly critical of your
program or ask for unrealistic changes. However, you can guide the meeting to focus on positive suggestions and have
strategies prepared to problem-solve if issues do arise. Early childhood professionals often work long hours and may feel
their efforts go unrecognized. Meetings are an opportunity to hear all the ways that families do recognize your hard work.

When preparing to host a family meeting there are some simple steps to help you be successful:

Notify families of the meeting well in advance. Programs set meeting dates anywhere from a month to a full year in
advance to allow parents to make arrangements. It’s helpful to give families several options for meeting times and
dates. When you invite families let them know that the meeting is specifically to get their input and hear their ideas.

Think about different areas for potential family input. Consider topics families might have ideas or suggestions about
such as curriculum activities, ways to meet your program’s goals, improvements to the environment, participating in
interviews during hiring staff members, field trip suggestions, and interest in enrichment programs such as music or
language instruction. Also think about your practices and policies that you want families to know about. Family
meetings are a time to share ways that your program is unique and how you are investing in children.

Create an agenda. Writing an agenda and sending it to families in advance is a key way to focus their thoughts and to
encourage constructive feedback. Providing a variety of different ways to participate during the meeting helps make it
more comfortable for all, and helps you get the most out of the time together. Some ways to invite participation
during the meeting include posting blank chart paper with questions for families to write answers, distributing surveys
on a specific topic or the Spark family survey, discussing topics in small groups, sharing photos of children engaged in
their daily activities, and exploring curriculum books or assessment tools.

Send a reminder to parents a few days before the meeting. Parents’ lives are busy and it can be easy to forget
previously scheduled events. Prepare your materials for the meeting in advance so that you are organized and ready
to go.

Start the meeting with a smile on your face and a positive attitude. Be ready to hear all the things families love about your
program. If issues do arise, be ready to do what you can to address the concerns and explain the reasons for your policies.
Having children in group care is a learning experience for many families and early childhood professionals often need to
provide support in understanding how child care works. At the end of the meeting take a few minutes to note ideas shared
and how you plan to use the suggestions received. Be sure to thank families for their participation and input.

Continuous quality improvement and making a program a great place for children is a part of every early childhood
professional’s work. Family meetings are a step in this direction and a positive addition to any program.

Como incluir a las familias en los Programas de Cuidado infantil: Reuniones familiares

Los vinculos familiares sélidos son un elemento central para la calidad de un programa de cuidado infantil. A los nifios les va
mejor en los programas que reflejan su vida en el hogar y que trabajan junto con las familias para coordinar la atencidn.
Existen muchas estrategias para construir y fortalecer las conexiones con las familias. Una manera eficaz es a través de las
reuniones familiares. Estas son reuniones regulares, ofrecidas a las familias de nifos bajo su cuidado, que se enfocan en
recoger informacidn para las decisiones referentes al programa y a su politica. Las reuniones familiares son un paso
importante para los programas que participan en Spark que quieran convertirse en un programa de 5 estrellas.

Invitar a las familias a una reunidn puede parecer intimidante al principio debido a a la idea de que ellos podrian ser
demasiado criticos de su programa o pedir cambios poco realistas. Sin embargo, usted puede guiar la reunidn para centrarse
en sugerencias positivas y tener preparadas estrategias para resolver los problemas que puedan surgir. Los profesionales de
la infancia temprana a menudo trabajan muchas horas y pueden sentir que sus esfuerzos no son reconocidos. Las reuniones
son una oportunidad para enterarse cdmo y cuanto las familias reconocen su arduo trabajo.

Cuando se esté preparando para una reunion familiar, existen algunos pasos sencillos para ayudarlo al éxito de la reunion:

Notifique a las familias de la reunion con mucha antelacion. Los programas establecen fechas de reunién entre un mes
y hasta un afio de anticipacién para permitir a los padres coordinarse. Es util dar a las familias varias opciones de horarios
y fechas para reunirse. Cuando invite a las familias, hagales saber que la reunién es especificamente para conocer su
opinién y escuchar sus ideas.

Piense en diferentes areas en las que la familia pueda aportar ideas. Considere temas en los que las familias puedan
aportar ideas y sugerencias como actividades curriculares, formas de cumplir con los objetivos de su programa, mejoras
al medio ambiente, participacidén en entrevistas durante la contratacion de miembros del personal, sugerencias de
excursiones y el interés en los programas de enriquecimiento, como la musica o la ensefianza de idiomas. Piense también
en las practicas y politicas que quiera que las familias conozcan. Las reuniones familiares son un momento para
compartir las formas en que su programa es Unico y cémo usted esta invirtiendo en los nifios.

Cree una agenda. Escribir una agenda y enviarla a las familias de antemano es una manera clave de enfocar sus
pensamientos y de alentar la retroalimentacidn constructiva. Proporcionar una variedad de diferentes maneras de
participar durante la reunidn ayuda a que sea mds comoda para todos, y le ayuda a usted a sacar el maximo provecho del
tiempo que pasen juntos. Algunas formas de invitar a la participacidn durante la reunién incluyen la publicacién de un
documento grafico en blanco con preguntas para que las familias escriban respuestas, la distribuciéon de encuestas sobre
un tema especifico o la encuesta de la familia de Spark, la discusion de temas en grupos pequefios, el intercambio de
fotos de los nifios que participan en sus actividades diarias, y la revision de libros de planes de estudio o herramientas de
evaluacion.

Envie un recordatorio a los padres unos dias antes de la reunion. Los padres tienen vidas ocupadas y puede ser facil
olvidar eventos previamente programados. Prepare sus materiales para la reunién con anticipacion para que estén
organizados y listos para empezar.

Comience la reunidon con una sonrisa en su rostro y una actitud positiva. Esté listo para escuchar todas las cosas que las
familias aman de su programa. Si surgen problemas, preparese para hacer lo que pueda para abordar las preocupaciones y
explicar las razones de sus politicas. Tener nifios bajo cuidado grupal es una experiencia de aprendizaje para muchas
familias, y los profesionales de la infancia temprana a menudo necesitan proporcionar apoyo para la comprension de cémo
funciona el cuidado infantil. Al final de la reunién tdmese unos minutos para anotar las ideas compartidas y como planea
utilizar las sugerencias recibidas. Asegurese de agradecer a las familias por su participacion y contribucién.

La mejora continua de la calidad y hacer de un programa un gran lugar para los nifios es una parte del trabajo de todo
profesional de infancia temprana. Las reuniones familiares son un paso en esta direccidn y una adicidn positiva a cualquier
programa.
